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Then the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid, for behold, | bring you good tidings of

great joy which will be to all people. For there is born to you this day in the city of
David a Saviour, who is Christ the Lord.”
Luke 2:10-11

The shepherds thought they would have to die, because they had seen the glory of God (Exodus
33:20). But the angel reassured them telling them that he had come to announce to them the
birth of the promised Messiah, the Lord Almighty, sent by God to save them. Then he told
them where they could find the Saviour and how they would recognise Him. The shepherds
believed his message and immediately set out for Bethlehem. There they discovered a newborn
baby lying in a manger, surrounded by its parents. This was quite the opposite of an almighty
king appearing in all his glory! But for the shepherds, the words of the angel were more
important than what they saw. They returned home happy and confident that God had fulfilled
His promise! The Saviour was there, even though His glory and power were not yet manifest.
The angel had told the shepherds that the newborn lying in the manger represented a special
sign. The manger is a reference to lowliness, to the nature and activity of the Saviour. Jesus
would be seen as weak and at the mercy of human beings. He would therefore be close to the
poor, the humble, and the rejected.

Today it is the Holy Spirit who brings us the good news of salvation. He reveals to us the nature
and activity of Jesus Christ and tells us where we can find salvation: in the church of Christ.

Let us accept His message in faith. Believing is indispensable, because we still live in the time
when this salvation is “already there, but not yet revealed”. Obedience creates access to
salvation. The shepherds were able to see the Saviour, because they followed the angel’s
instructions. Obedience to God gives us access to the salvation He offers us today. God invites
us to attent the devine services He urges us to put His word into practice. He asks us to love
God and our neighbour. Doing so allows us to benefit fully, there and now, from His presence,
His peace and the power of His love in all its fulness.

These experiences of faith norish our hope: we joyfully await the fulfiiment of the promise, in
absolute certainty and it will come true.
