
Gansbaai legend taking her last bow
Gansbaai's well-known Rosemary (83), a true Ganbaai legend, has decided to 
retire for good.  “At the age of 83, I don't see a chance to go on with the 
restaurant all over again,” Rosemary of Thyme at Rosemary on Main Street, 
Gansbaai, told the Gans-Berg News.  Her lease with Riaan Franken expired 
after about 3 years at the end of February 2025.  “I will never sell my property 
and am now going to rent it out again,” she said.  “But I'll keep my 'cottage' 
where I'm going to stay and cook nice 'Boerekos' for myself, my mother wasn't 
a 'Boeremeisie' for nothing!"  Rosemary says she's determined to stay there 
until she's “no longer with us”.  “A home for the elderly won't see me, that's a 
fact!”  She recently sold all of her restaurant equipment.  “I was looking for a 
good tenant who will continue with the restaurant and am grateful for the 
person I got,” she said.  “He is Jurgen Schneider of Bella Vista, an excellent 
German chef who plans to run it as an exceptional and prestige restaurant.”  
Jurgen will officially take over on June 1, 2025.

During the interview with the Gans-Berg News, Rosemary sat calmly in her bed 
and talked, with her black hat on her head.  She says she has always loved 
black hats.  “I just still miss my little black Maltese poodle, which my husband  
named Spider,” she says.  “I gave him a French name, Montressor, which 
means My Treasure and he lived to be 19 years old.

As an outstanding businesswoman with no formal education, Rosemary initially 
started the current building as a first 'Backpackers' for Gansbaai and also used 
it as an office for her other initiatives.  Rosemary with her black hat

In 2007, Rosemary started her 
restaurant, the famous Thyme @ 
Rosemary Restaurant, Coffee 
Shoppe & Tea Garden.  She single-
handedly built it up into a prestige 
restaurant with a Tea Garden - a 
feast for the eyes.  She received 
many awards over the years.  She 
said: “I've wanted to own my own 
restaurant all my life, but not for the 
money, only for the true love of it 
and to know I can do it and I think I 
did it well.”  She loves gardening 
and has also grown her own herbs 
and vegetables in containers that 
have been used fresh in the 
kitchen.  At one point, she had 40 
containers of herbs and vegetables.  
Her staff, who have become like 

family to her, are Hombakazi, 
Patricia, and Lona.  

Rosemary was born on 16 August 
1941 and grew up in Touws River in 
the Klein Karoo.  “I have 3 
daughters and 7 granddaughters, 
so we are 11 women in total, with 
only 2 men,” she says with a smile.  
In Cape Town, she and a friend 
were founding members of the 
famous 'Biggy Best', where 
Rosemary was involved in the 
industry for about 25 years and also 

ran the factory herself.  In 1994, 
Rosemary 'packed up' and moved 
to Gansbaai, not knowing what 
awaited her.  “I wasn't worried 
because I always say, Jesus, take 
me and take me where you want,” 
she says.  Upon my arrival in 
Gansbaai, I said: Gansbaai loves 
me and I love Gansbaai!  I was not 
wrong, because I had the most 
wonderfull life in Gansbaai.”  

As a phenomenal woman, 
Rosemary started with quite a few 
'firsts' for Gansbaai: Shark Shop (16 
years); Backpackers; Coffee Pot 

and Coffee House; Mooi Uitsig 
Guest House in Cliff Street, De 
Kelders - to name just a few of her 
'firsts' for Gansbaai.  She was also 
actively involved in various 
business areas.  At the age of 83, 
Rosemary can look back on a 
wonderful and successful 30+ years 
of deep traces she left in 
Gansbaai's business world.  The 
Gans-Berg News wishes her a 
peaceful retirement and trusts that 
she will thoroughly enjoy her 
retirement!  “I had the privilege to 
work with Rosemary when I was at 
the Hermanus Times and always 
saw Rosemary as a remarkable 
English Lady,” Michelle van Zyl, 
owner of Gans-Berg News said.

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Another deadline push for 
SASSA & Postbank

The deadline to replace South African Social Security Agency (SASSA) Gold 
Cards has once again been extended, this time to 31 May 2025.  On 28 March 
2025, Postbank's CEO made the announcement.  This comes after the 20 March 
deadline for the replacement of cards came and went, with thousands of grant 
beneficiaries still having to migrate to Postbank Black cards.
 
We have been asked by many members of the public whether the announcement 
is true because of all the confusion that has marred this process over the past 
weeks.  People simply do not know what to believe anymore.  This is why, as per 
our commitment to assisting wherever we can, we are trying to get the correct 
information out to the public, despite neither SASSA nor Postbank falling under 
the responsibility of the Western Cape Government.

According to Postbank, beneficiaries will now be able to continue using their gold 
cards until 31 May.  Through the course of April and May they can either change 
to the Postbank Black Cards or change the payment method at a SASSA office to 
a bank of their choice.  Those with gold cards have been asked not to go to a Post 
Office to withdraw their grants.
 
We urge residents not to wait.  Please make the change as soon as possible, to 
avoid added pressure on the system.  We also urge Postbank to step up its 
communication, and this is something we will continuously tell the management 
as well.  The announcement has not been shared widely or effectively, hence 
people contacting us for clarity.
 
This week I visited several community outreaches Postbank conducted in the 
Overberg region of the Western Cape.  I saw very few people at some sites, 
because the broader community was not aware of the outreaches.  The roving 
teams were even doing home visits to assist some beneficiaries to make the card 
switch.  People are not aware of these outreaches because the communication 
has been subpar.  We have continuously told Postbank we can assist to get the 
word out to communities, but we need them to share the information with us 
timeously!  Another meeting with SASSA and Postbank has been conformed, 
where we will once again try to pressure them into stepping up their game.  We 
know there are staff on the ground working extremely hard to help vulnerable 
residents.  But we also know there are a myriad problems that could have been 
avoided had proper planning gone into this process.
 
We remain committed to assisting however we can, but we are getting frustrated 
with the flipflopping by national entities that are mandated to 
serve the most vulnerable.  We urge them to do better and 
step up their game.

2025/26 DRAFT BUDGET TABLED FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

What you need to know

The 2025/26 draft budget was 

tabled at the Special Council 

Meeting held on 31 March 2025. 

Councillors, residents, ward 

committee members and other 

stakeholders now have the 

opportunity to review the proposed 

budget and provide their comments 

on the financial year beginning 1 

July 2025 and ending 30 June 

2026.

Comments can be submitted to 

cfo@overstrand.gov.za or 

mm@overstrand.gov.za. The 

closing date for public comment is 

on 6 May 2025. The municipality 

will consider all concerns and 

feedback before the final budget 

adoption on 28 May 2025.

Alongside the draft budget, the 

Draft Integrated Development Plan 

(IDP) Review and Draft Top Layer 

Service Delivery and Budget 

Implementation Plan (SDBIP) for 

2025/ also available for public 

comment until 6 May 2025.

Residents are invited to view these 

documents at municipal offices and 

libraries from 2 April 2025 or 

download them from the Overstrand 

Municipality's website at 

www.overstrand.gov.za (go to 

Documents and choose relevant 

document). 

Mayor Rabie stated in her brief 

overview, that the budgeted 

revenue for the upcoming year is 

projected to be R2.015 billion, 

excluding capital grants.

In terms of expenditure, the 

budgeted operational costs, which 

include all service delivery related 

expenses and non-cash items such 

as depreciation, total R2.109 billion. 

This reflects the comprehensive 

cost of managing and delivering 

services across the Overstrand.

While the budget shows a projected 

accounting deficit of R94.5 million, it 

is important to highlight that this 

represents an improved year-on-

year position. In comparison to the 

original deficit of R106.9 million for 

the current financial year, this is a 

positive step forward, showcasing 

the municipality's commitment to 

reducing deficits through careful 

financial planning and 

management.

Additionally, the proposed capital 

budget stands at R245.8 million. 

These funds are earmarked for 

specific, targeted capital projects. 

Tariff Increases

**The tariffs for refuse removal and 

sewerage will each increase by 6%, 

while the tariff for water will rise by 

6.2%. Property rates will increase 

by 9.7% on the cent in the rand 

value.

**People who buy directly from 

Eskom will face a 12.74% increase 

starting from 1 April, while the 

municipality will implement the 

increase from 1 July. This means 

the municipality needs to recover 

the increase over a nine-month 

period.

**The Mayor said the electricity 

tariffs are a bit more problematic. 

The electricity tariff for municipal 

consumers is expected to increase 

by 9.96% in 2025/2026, although 

the final increase still needs to be 

confirmed by the National Energy 

Regulator of South Africa (NERSA).

**Consumers will have the option to 

choose the size of their electricity 

connection (capacity), which will 

affect their costs. The larger the 

connection, the higher the capacity 

charge.

**Tariffs are based on the Cost of 

Supply (CoS), meaning consumers 

pay for the portion of the network 

and the kWh they use, reflecting the 

actual cost of service. The Cost of 

Supply tariffs and tariff restructuring 

will be phased in over four years, 

with the second year of 

implementation taking place in the 

2025/26 financial year. This phase-

in may result in different percentage 

increases for various consumer 

categories and connection sizes.

**Consumers will also have the 

flexibility to choose the most cost-

effective plan based on their 

individual needs.

Concluding her speech, Mayor 

Rabie said that providing additional 

relief to vulnerable groups is close 

to her heart.  She then explained 

that, apart from the 100% subsidies 

for qualifying indigent grant 

recipients, the first 70 kWh of 

electricity within the tariff block 0-

350, 10 kℓ of water per month, and 

7 kℓ of water for sewerage are 

again proposed to be free of 

charge. She added that the value of 

R1 575 (excl VAT). Relief is 

provided to households earning up 

to four times the SASSA pension to 

support lower-income families, if 

indigent application is approved.

Elena Swart se Spesiale Blom
“Ek het my plant afgeneem wat net 
een keer 'n jaar blom, maar vanjaar 
was daar 70 blomme aan die plant,” 
vertel Elena Swart.

Dit is die Fairy Castle 
Cactus (Acanthocereus tetragonus).  
Die Gans-Berg Nuus het 'many 
moons ago' 'n artikel oor die plant 
gepubliseer, maar hier is weer 
kortlikse Internet-inligting:

Fairy castle cactus 
(Acanthocereus tetragonus)
This night-flowering plant has an 
open flower of 10-20cm in diameter, 
the inner tepals are pure white, 
slightly fragrant. Fruits are shiny, 
red and sweet-tasting. Triangle 
cactus has large, fragrant white 
blooms that open at night during the 
summer and attract hummingbird 
moths.  Cacti are flowering plants 
that produce seeds.  They are able 
to bloom every year, but they will 
produce an abundance of flowers in 
response to heavy rains.  Flowers 
differ in appearance and scent to 

attract specific pollinators, such as 
insects and bats.

Various arrests for criminal activities
“Endeavours to arrest wanted 
suspects in the Western Cape
