Hy het een steekwond aan die linkerkant van sy 
nek gehad.  Sammy was 'n oud-skoolhoof van 
Albert Myburgh Skool in Bredasdorp.  

“'n Klagte is ontvang dat die slagoffer by sy 
woning gekry is en dit 
het voorgekom asof hy 
met 'n mes of 'n skerp 
voorwerp gesteek is,” 
het Bredasdorp SAPD 
se Bevelvoerder, Lt.Kol Anneke Durand, aan die 
Gans-Berg Nuus gesê.  “Met die aankoms van 
SAPD-lede by die moordtoneel, was die 
slagoffer reeds dood en daar was geen tekens 
van geforseerde toegang nie.”  Twee tieners, 
onderskeidelik 16 en 18 jaar oud, is reeds in 
verband met die moord gearresteer.  Die twee 
het Maandag, 14 Julie 2025 in die Bredasdorp-
landdroshof verskyn.  

Eric Ntabazalila, die Nasionale 
Vervolgingsgesag se provinsiale woordvoerder, 
het bevestig dat die twee verdagtes van moord, 
huisbraak en die diefstal van 'n voertuig 

aangekla is.  “Die saak is aangeskuif tot 
Dinsdag, 15 Julie 2025 om 'n plek van veiligheid 
vir die 16-jarige te vind.  Hy en sy 
medebeskuldige, sal in aanhouding bly en indien 
hulle besluit om vir borgtog aansoek te doen, sal 
die Staat dit teenstaan,” het Ntabazalila voorts 
gesê.    

“Misdaad is nie net 'n polisiërings-kwessie nie, 
dit raak ons almal,” het Lt.Kol Durand gesê.  “As 

gemeenskap moet ons 
staamstaan, mekaar 
ondersteun en aktief 
betrokke by oplossings 
wees.”  Sy het 

bygevoeg dat verdagte aktiwiteite onmiddelik by 
die SAPD aangemeld moet word.  Sy het dit ook 
beklemtoon dat die gemeenskap by Buurtwagte 
of Straatkommitees moet aansluit om te help vir 
groter sigbaarheid en om samewerking te 
bevorder.  “Bredasdorp is 'n gemeenskap met 
krag en potensiaal, kom ons benut dit,” het 
Lt.Kol Durand die onderhoud afgesluit.

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Young leopard dies after being caught in gin traps
CapeNature can confirm the death 
of a young leopard following a call to 
assist in a rescue operation on 2 
July 2025 in the Heidelberg area, 
near the World Heritage Site of 
Boosmansbos.  Officials discovered 
a young 13kg male leopard, 
estimated to be around six months 
old, ensnared in two gin traps set 
adjacent to each other.  One front 
paw and one hind leg were caught.  
Despite the best efforts of the 
rescue team, the leopard did not 
survive.

The incident is a 
reminder of the legal 
implications and 
ethical 
responsibilities 
surrounding wildlife.  
Leopards are a listed 
Protected Species in 
terms of the Western 
Cape Nature 
Conservation 
Ordinance 19 of 
1974.  The species 
is also listed under 
CITES Appendix I.  It 
is illegal to hunt a 
leopard without a 
permit.  Furthermore, 
the use of any trap to 
hunt a leopard, 
including cage traps, gin traps, or 
leg-hold traps, remains illegal in the 
absence of a permit and constitutes 
a criminal offence.  Any form of 
cruelty or suffering inflicted on an 
animal is also a criminal offence in 
terms of the Animals Protection Act 
71 of 1962.  CapeNature is currently 
investigating this incident, and a 
case docket has been registered 
with the South African Police 
Service.
  
“CapeNature understands the 
challenges faced by landowners and 
farmers, particularly concerning 
livestock management and is 
working together with the 
agricultural community and partners 
to implement effective, non-lethal 

solutions for preventing livestock 
loss.  Solutions are always possible 
through dialogue,” said CapeNature 
CEO Dr Ashley Naidoo.  "The tragic 
death of this young leopard 
highlights the importance of 
adhering to the laws protecting our 
wildlife, and we urge the public to 
report any illegal activities.”

Leopards are a cornerstone species 
of the Western Cape's ecosystem, 
playing an important role in 
maintaining biodiversity and 

ecological balance.  As apex 
predators, they contribute to the 
health and resilience of the 
environment.  Despite their critical 
importance, leopards have already 
lost 75% of their historical 
distribution area.  They are currently 
classified as Vulnerable on the Red 
List of the International Union for 
Conservation of Nature (IUCN).  In 
the Langeberg Area, leopards are 
known to have very large home 
ranges, indicative of their need for 
expansive, undisturbed habitats.  
Contrary to common 
misconceptions, less than 1% of 
their diet consists of livestock, 
indicating that most of their food 
comes from wild prey.

In a separate event in April 2025, a 
leopard attacked livestock on a farm 
close to Grootvadersbosch Nature 
Reserve, resulting in one calf being 
killed and another injured.  The area 
has a history of leopard presence 
due to its proximity to mountainous 
terrain.  The adult male, estimated 
to be around seven years old and in 
good condition, was successfully 
captured.  Later, under the 
supervision of CapeNature and a 
veterinarian, the leopard was 
released back onto the same 
property and fitted with a tracking 
collar to monitor its movements.  
The leopard has not attacked any 
livestock again since being collared.
  
CapeNature encourages continued 
engagement from affected 
landowners, farmers, and the public 
to promote preventative mitigation, 
ethical and coordinated wildlife 
management practices, while also 
acknowledging the challenges of 
conserving wide-ranging species 
such as leopards in shared areas.  
CapeNature and the Cape Leopard 
Trust have updated the Landowner's 
Guide to Human-Wildlife Conflict to 
help Western Cape farmers manage 
challenges where agriculture meets 
the wild.  The refreshed booklet 
promotes non-lethal, proactive 
methods to reduce conflict, with new 
content on predator mitigation, 
carcass inspections, and the 
ecological value of wildlife.

Three arrested for possession of and selling of 
rhino horn without a permit

On Wednesday, 2 July 2025, the 
Directorate for Priority Crimes 
Investigations (Hawks) assisted by 
SAPS K9 Unit, Overberg and Stock 
Theft and Endangered Species 
based in Swellendam, executed an 
undercover operation at Buffeljags 
River, N2 route outside of 
Swellendam.  Three suspects were 
arrested, found to be in possession 
of the rhino horn and also engaged 
in a transaction to sell the rhino horn 
during an undercover operation.  
CapeNature officials were contacted 
to assist in the further investigation 
of the case, which was 
subsequently registered at the 
Swellendam Police Station.

Three rhino horn to the value of 
R258 270 were recovered.  Charges 
are linked to alleged contraventions 
under the Nature Conservation 
Ordinance 19 of 1974, relating to 
possession and sale, without a 
permit.  The suspects, all from 
Gqeberha, Eastern Cape, appeared 
in the Swellendam magistrates court 
on Friday, 4 July 2025.  The case 
against Shaun Barties (41), 
Christopher Farret (35) and Cheslyn 
Whitebooi (45) was postponed to 11 
July 2025 for bail application.  All 
three were remanded into custody.

“The illegal trade in rhino horn 

remains one of the most pervasive 
forms of biodiversity crime.  
CapeNature commends the swift 
and co-ordinated action of the 
Hawks and SAPS and is committed 
to supporting law enforcement 
efforts to bring perpetrators to 
justice,” said CapeNature CEO Dr 
Ashley Naidoo.
