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Protest Marches…
A Compliment for Gansbaai SAPS
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With the peaceful protest march of 
Monday, 4 August 2025 behind us, 
the residents of Gansbaai - 
especially the business community - 
can breathe a sigh of relief.  How 
long this peace will last remains an 
open question, but for now, it's 
something of the past.  It is just 
unfortunate that innocent 
businesses had to suffer such 
losses and that workers who wanted 
to work were prevented from doing 
so.

The events leading up to the protest 
and the uncertainty that 
accompanied them frayed 
everyone's nerves - no clear 
answers were available from 
anyone.  Everyone waited to see 
what would happen, especially with 
the possibility that the protests 
might last five days, not just one.

Setting the protest aside for a 
moment - Gansbaai SAPS, under 
the leadership of Station 

Commander Lt. Col Janse van 
Rensburg, as well as all other role 
players such as P.O.P.S., Law 
Enforcement, Security Services, 
Neighbourhood Watches, Traffic 
Services, and others, deserve a 
compliment for their actions.  
Without their well-considered 
decisions, Monday's situation could 
have escalated with serious 
consequences - without a doubt, a 
loud “Bravo” to Lt. Col Janse van 
Rensburg and all those who stood 
with him.

Initially, the route of the protest was 
to be from Masakhane to the 
municipal offices only.  However, 
there was a demand to proceed via 
Main Road to the SAPS offices.  
“We had to make a crisis decision in 
this regard,” Lt. Col Janse van 
Rensburg told the Gans-Berg News 
during an interview on Tuesday, 5 
August 2025.  “We had the right to 
use force to keep the protesters out 
of Main Road, but then we would 

have had to face the consequences 
of violence being met with violence.”  
A wise decision was made to allow 
them access to Main Road, and the 
large group walked to the SAPS 
offices under the watchful eye of the 
police.  The SAPS's avoidance of 
violence undoubtedly contributed to 
the fact that the protest did not 
extend over five days.

At the SAPS offices, the protest 
leaders stated that the police must 
combat crime, while also making 
allegations of corruption against the 
police force.  The protesters then 
walked back to the municipal 
offices, where negotiations took 
place, the details of which have 
already been shared via the 
municipality's WhatsApp groups.  
The good news for now is that no 
further protest marches are 
planned.

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New Nature Reserve secures rare Cape Vernal Pools habitat
The Franco Three Fountains Nature 
Reserve is declared a protected area, 
marking a significant conservation 
turning point as the first and only 
reserve dedicated to safeguarding the 
rare and ecologically important Cape 
Vernal Pools (a rare and endangered 
type of seasonal wetland ecosystem 
found within the Greater Cape Floristic 
Region).  This unique vegetation type, 
previously unrepresented across our 
conservation areas, now finds its largest protected 
expanse within the boundaries of this reserve. 

CapeNature facilitates the legal administrative process to 
declare these sites as protected areas in terms of the 
National Environmental Protected Areas Act (NEMPAA).  
The reserve was declared on 11 April 2025.  Situated 
within the Three Fountains Estate in the Klein Dassenberg 
smallholdings area, the land is privately owned and spans 
over 20 hectares.  The Franco Property Trust owns and 
manages the reserve through trustees, Tony and Jodie 
Franco, whose vision and commitment made this 
conservation milestone possible.  The reserve is home to a 
mosaic of Endangered and Critically Endangered habitats 
and species, including Atlantis Sand Fynbos and Swartland 
Shale Renosterveld.  It also protects seasonal wetlands, 
vernal pools and ephemeral streams that feed into the 
Donkergat River system and ultimately drain through 
Blaauwberg Nature Reserve into the Atlantic Ocean at 
Melkbosstrand.

A botanical survey of the site has recorded 156 plant 
species, including 22 species of conservation concern.  A 
few of these are recognised as being Critically 
Endangered, while several more are listed as Endangered.  
Western Cape Provincial Minister of Local Government, 
Environmental Affairs and Development Planning, Mr 
Anton Bredell, welcomed the proclamation.  “The 
establishment of this Provincial Nature Reserve is yet 
another positive step in conserving the irreplaceable 
biodiversity of the Western Cape.  This reserve protects 
unique ecosystems and threatened species, while 

demonstrating what can be achieved 
through responsible stewardship and 
long-term commitment to 
conservation.”  Trustee Jodie Franco 
said she was proud to see the land 
formally recognised for its ecological 
importance.  “What began as an effort 
to clear invasive plants has grown into 
a long-term commitment to restoring 
rare and threatened habitats.  The 
declaration is an example of what is 

possible when private landowners embrace conservation 
as a shared responsibility.”

Successfully declaring the reserve comes after decades of 
environmental pressure.   In 2022, a significant clearing 
operation began, after more than 60 years of invasive alien 
plant infestation, mainly from Rooikrans and Port Jackson.  
Although a major wildfire that same year destroyed 
infrastructure and impacted recovering plant populations, 
rehabilitation efforts were quickly restarted.  By 2024, the 
site had entered a maintenance phase, with reinstalled 
fencing and signage and an ambitious replanting 
programme.  To date, more than 3 000 Cape thatching 
reed (Elegia tectorum) seedlings and nearly 1 000 
translocated wetland and fynbos plants, rescued from 
nearby developments, have been introduced to restore 
ecological balance and habitat resilience.

The addition of the Franco Three Fountains Nature 
Reserve to the province's protected area network 
demonstrates the impact of private land stewardship in 
addressing conservation gaps.  CapeNature encourages 
other landowners to explore similar pathways to formally 
protect ecologically significant sites and contribute to 
broader environmental goals.  Landowners who are 
considering having their land formally protected can 
contact CapeNature's Antia Wheeler on 
awheeler@capenature.co.za and Kaylin Reid on 
kreid@capenature.co.za.

Boost for freshwater in new Reserve
A new nature reserve has been 
declared in the Western Cape, 
marking another significant 
milestone for the province's 
environment.  The Wilderness 
Nature Reserve, spanning over 
643 hectares, has been declared 
a Provincial Nature Reserve in 
terms of the National 
Environmental Management: 
Protected Areas Act (Act 57 of 
2003).

Situated near Heidelberg, the 
reserve, newly declared on 17 
July 2025, has a significant role in 
protecting freshwater biodiversity, 
endangered species, and ecological corridors.  It is home 
to a range of important species, including the Critically 
Endangered Breede River Redfin.  It also serves as a 
breeding site for the Black Harrier, the rarest raptor in 
southern Africa and an Endangered species.  
Approximately 615 hectares of the new reserve are 
designated as a Priority Biodiversity Area, creating a key 
protected corridor directly linked to the Boosmansbos 
Wilderness Area, a formally protected Provincial Nature 
Reserve and part of a World Heritage Site

Western Cape Provincial Minister of Local Government, 
Environmental Affairs and Development Planning, Mr 
Anton Bredell, welcomed the declaration, commending the 
joint efforts of CapeNature and landowners.  “This new 
nature reserve is a win not just for biodiversity, but for the 
people who rely on the ecosystem services it provides.  
Our commitment to expanding protected areas is essential 
in the face of biodiversity loss and climate change,” said 
Minister Bredell.  “The declaration of Wilderness Nature 
Reserve strengthens our efforts to connect and protect 
biodiversity across the Western Cape.”

The reserve marks a step towards ensuring the long-term 
health and resilience of the province's biodiversity by 
protecting essential parts of an ecosystem, which ensures 
important species have a safe space to thrive.  Wilderness 

Nature Reserve forms a direct 
ecological link to the adjacent 
Boosmansbos Nature Reserve, 
enhancing the overall protected 
area network.  The properties 
have a very high conservation 
value, not only from providing 
habitat for threatened species but 
also in the delivery of essential 
services from nature, forming part 
of a critical catchment for the 
Duivenhoks Dam, which provides 
water for people downstream.

Rocherpan clean-up kicks off MPA Day 2025
CapeNature kicked off Marine 
Protected Area (MPA) Day 
celebrations with a community-
driven beach clean-up at 
Rocherpan Nature Reserve on 31 
July 2025.  With school learners, 
volunteers, and the ever-popular 
Cubs Club mascot, Kai, lending a 
hand, all to highlight the link 
between marine and ocean 
protection and a public 
responsibility for conservation. 

Now in its fifth year, MPA Day is a 
growing international movement 
dedicated to raising awareness 
about the role of MPA's in 
conserving biodiversity, supporting 
sustainable development, and 
ensuring long-term ocean health.  
First launched in South Africa in 
2021, the date commemorates the 
historic proclamation of 20 new or 
expanded MPA's in South Africa on 
1 August 2019, a significant 

milestone in marine protection.  
This year's theme, “Ocean 
Protection Needs Human 
Connection,” emphasises the role 
people play in successful marine 
conservation with over 90 events 
set to be held in more than 25 
countries.

CapeNature manages seven of 
South Africa's 42 MPA's, in addition 
to four nearshore islands and 13 
estuaries, many of which are not 
formally designated as MPA's but 
contribute significantly to the 
country's marine and coastal 
protected estate.  “Marine 
Protected Areas are the underwater 
indicators of a healthy 
environment,” said Dr Ashley 
Naidoo, CEO of CapeNature.  
“MPA's are more than just lines on 
a map; they are part of a living 

network that depends on science, 
enforcement, partnerships, and 
above all, people.  MPA Day is a 
reminder that a healthy ocean 
starts with informed and engaged 
communities who are part of the 
marine protection solution.”

CapeNature collaborates closely 
with partners, including the 
Department of Forestry, Fisheries, 
and the Environment (DFFE), 
universities, conservation NGOs, 
and research institutions, to carry 
out regular monitoring across 
protected coastal areas.  These 
efforts track biodiversity, monitor 
threats, and inform adaptive 
management in the face of 
challenges like overfishing, 
pollution, invasive species, and 
climate change.
