Minister Aucamp's action restoring hope to small-scale fishing

The decisive intervention by the 
Minister of Forestry, Fisheries and 
the Environment, Willie Aucamp, to 
uphold appeals by small-scale 
fishers and reinstate the 297 
traditional linefish vessels that were 
previously excluded from the 
sector's allocation was a welcome 
step.  This decision restores 
certainty for many coastal 
communities whose livelihoods 
depend on access to marine 
resources.  After years of 
administrative dysfunction and 
broken promises, the ruling signals 

a shift towards a more responsive, 
consultative and fair approach to 
fisheries management.

As expressed by representatives of 
traditional fishing communities 
during the Minister's briefing, the 
reinstatement of the 297 vessels will 
protect thousands of livelihoods and 
families dependent on fishing.  For 
many coastal communities, fishing 
is not merely an economic activity 
but forms part of a deeply rooted 
intergenerational identity.  By 
correcting this exclusion while 
maintaining ecological safeguards, 
Minister Aucamp has taken an 
important step towards stabilising 
the sector and restoring dignity to 
small-scale fishers.

Minister Aucamp also acted with 
exceptional urgency, finalising the 
appeals within approximately two 
weeks and ensuring that no fisher 
lost income during the process by 
allowing them to continue operating 
under exemption while the appeals 
were considered.  This pragmatic 
approach protected livelihoods while 
upholding lawful decision-making.

The Democratic Alliance (DA) 
welcomed the Minister's finding that 

computational discrepancies 
affected the distribution of the West 
Coast Rock Lobster Total Allowable 
Catch (TAC) to small-scale 
cooperatives.  His directive that the 
Department recalculate and correct 
these allocations ensures that 
administrative errors do not unfairly 
disadvantage fishing communities 
while the process is being finalised.  
Taken together, these decisions 
demonstrate that a properly 
functioning appeals process can 
correct administrative failures before 
they inflict serious harm on 
vulnerable coastal livelihoods.

Minister Aucamp's swift and 
decisive action will strengthen 
confidence in the Department and 
help rebuild trust between 
government and the fishing 
communities who rely on the 
sustainable use of South Africa's 
marine resources for survival.  His 
actions restore hope to generational 
fishing communities and begin 
addressing the administrative 
failures that left many fishers in 
uncertainty for years.

World Wildlife Day
The Western Cape marked World Wildlife Day on 3 March, a day 
proclaimed by the United Nations, by reaffirming its commitment 
to biodiversity protection, climate resilience and sustainable 
development.  CapeNature plays a central role in conserving the 
province's natural heritage.

As climate change increasingly affects rainfall patterns, 
ecosystem stability and land use, wildlife conservation has 
become a critical part of the Western Cape's long-term 
environmental and economic planning.

“Climate change is no longer a future risk - it is already shaping 
how we manage water, land and ecosystems in the Western 
Cape,” said Dr Ashley Naidoo, CEO of CapeNature. “Through the 
conservation and management of priority biodiversity areas, 
ecological corridors and protected landscapes, CapeNature is 
working to safeguard water catchments and strengthen the 
natural systems that underpin livelihoods, food security and 
tourism across the province.”

Van 
toe af nooi sy gereeld kinders op Valentynsdag vir lekkergoed, 
chippies en dies meer - maar hulle moet eers luister wat 
moederliefde is, hoe om 'n moeder te waardeer en na 'n kort 
boodskap uit die Woord luister - dis Tannie Flippie.

Die 82-jarige Flippie is 'n boorling van Gansbaai - sy is op 15 
November 1944 by die destydse Gansbaai Nettebane gebore.  
“Ons was twaalf kinders, waarvan twee 'n tweeling is,” vertel sy.  
Vanwaar die seunsnaam, Flippie?  “Gedurende my kinderjare 
moes ons altyd deur die dorp loop, vir watter rede ook al.  Dan 
het die kwajonges ons gereeld gepla en selfs geslaan.  Net daar 
het ek besluit ek is klaar met meisie-maatjies en het net altyd 'n 
klomp seuns om my gehad vir beskerming deur die dorp - en 
vandaar die bynaam 'Flippie'.”

Sy en haar eggenoot, Daniël Pieterse, is op 29 November 1964 
getroud, maar hy is enkele jare gelede oorlede.  Haar 
gesondheid is nog baie goed, en sy voeg met die tong in die kies 
by: “Ek is ouer as my tande, maar net so oud soos my hande!”  
“Ons het al die jare letterlik uit die see gelewe, en my 
oorblywende kinders is net so lief vir die see.”  Flippie se latere 
jare het op welsynswerk gefokus, selfs met konserte wat sy ten 
bate van die Silwerjare Dienssentrum aangebied het.  Sy was - 
en is steeds - 'n aktiewe gemeenskapsmens en het ook al 'n 
sopkombuis behartig, waar sy soms uit haar eie sak moes betaal 
wanneer fondse nog nie beskikbaar was nie.

Op 82-jarige ouderdom is sy steeds by baie liefdadigheidswerk 
betrokke.  Flippie was haar lewe lank baie lief vir werk en het 
nooit teruggestaan dat ander die werk doen nie.  “En die een 
ding wat die lewe my geleer het, is dat die mens se teleurstelling 
God se bestelling is,” vertel sy met oë wat vol trane skiet.  “As 
daar een ding is wat ek van myself kan sê, dan is dit dat ek nog 
nooit 'n mens was wat 'n klip in 'n medemens se pad gerol het 
nie - ek het my lewe lank klippe uit ander se paaie gerol.”  Nou 
ja, 'n mense-mens met 'n ryke geskiedenis, 'n helder verstand en 
iemand wat vir ure oor toeka se tye kan gesels.

Foot-and-Mouth Crisis - No suspected cases in Overberg
The Provincial Foot-and-Mouth Disease Joint Operations Centre 
(JOC) functions as a structured joint operational platform under 
the leadership of the Western Cape Department of Agriculture 
Veterinary Services.  Agri Western Cape, in collaboration with the 
Western Cape Provincial Disaster Management Centre, is 
responsible for administering the FMD JOC to ensure that all 
stakeholders in the province are informed and work together in a 
coordinated and structured manner.

Vaccination Progress and Availability
*Over 12,000 vaccinations have already been administered; *The 
Western Cape will receive 30,000 vaccines from the one million 
that arrived in South Africa over the past weekend; *Vaccines are 
used exclusively for emergency vaccinations within the 
designated biosecurity zones.

District Municipality feedback
In the Cape Metro, vaccinations have been carried out in 
Nyanga, Kalkfontein and Mfuleni.  Makhaza remains under 
quarantine.  In Phesantekraal, 372 animals have been 
vaccinated.  Informal livestock farmers are cooperating well with 
authorities.  State veterinarians are accompanied by officials, 
while law enforcement officers are actively involved in raising 
awareness and educating livestock owners.  Vaccinations have 

already taken place in Klapmuts in the Cape Winelands.  
Surrounding farms are being vaccinated based on risk analysis 
and the availability of vaccines from the Western Cape 
Department of Agriculture Veterinary Services.  In the Garden 
Route, state veterinarians vaccinated approximately 7,500 
animals in informal settlements over the past weekend.  All 
control and checkpoint measures remain in place but are being 
strategically relocated as the 10 km radius around the index farm 
has expanded.  Cooperation from informal farming communities 
has been positive, and increased awareness is showing clear 
results.

In Mossel Bay, law enforcement and producers from surrounding 
farms have implemented disinfection points to further strengthen 
biosecurity.  No suspected cases have been reported in the 
Central Karoo and Overberg regions.  Agri Western Cape urges 
producers to strictly implement biosecurity measures, not to 
move animals without proper documentation, and to immediately 
report any suspicious symptoms to their nearest state 
veterinarian.  Further updates will be communicated as new 
information becomes available.

Joint Task Team welcomes Judgement, continues with Baboon Action Plan
On 25 February 2026, the Western Cape High Court dismissed 
an application brought by the Liberty Fighters Network and 
Reyno de Beer to interdict the Cape Peninsula Baboon 
Management Joint Task Team (CPBMJTT) from executing key 
aspects of the Action Plan, which details the practical 
implementation of the Cape Peninsula Baboon Strategic 
Management Plan.  The matter was argued in court on 
Thursday, 19 February 2026.

The judgment began by stating that “litigation is not a game” and 
that the litigants appeared “intent on treating our courts as a 
playground”.  The court found that the application “is fatally 
flawed”; that it “has been brought by applicants who have no 
standing in terms of section 38 of the Constitution”; that the 
applicants failed to convince the court that they were acting “in 
the public interest”; that they “failed to set out what rights they 
seek to protect with an interdict”; and that it was an “abuse of 
process in bringing this application in the urgent court in the 
manner in which it did”.

The court affirmed the three authorities' constitutional and 
statutory mandate to work together and confirmed that the 
authorities have the legal standing and authority to give effect to 
the Baboon Strategic Management Plan and the Action Plan.  
The parties are still to file written submissions on whether costs 
should be awarded on a punitive scale.  The Action Plan was 
approved by SANParks, CapeNature, and the City of Cape Town 
in November 2025.  The CPBMJTT remains committed to 
implementing the plan in the interest of establishing a healthy, 
well-managed, sustainable, free-ranging baboon population, with 
minimal human interference, overlap, and conflict, and a 

reduction in day-to-day aversive measures.

The plan is based on the principles that baboons are a valuable 
and integral part of the natural ecology and biodiversity of the 
Cape Peninsula, and that free-ranging baboons living in natural 
habitats form part of our collective biodiversity and cultural 
heritage.  The free-ranging baboon population is deserving of 
conservation and active wildlife management interventions to 
promote its health, welfare, and sustainability.  There is a limit, 
however, to the number of free-ranging baboons the Peninsula 
can sustain in terms of natural ecology, baboon health and 
welfare, and management resources.  As such, the baboon 
population on the Peninsula requires ongoing management.  
Baboons that spend time in urban areas experience poor health 
and welfare outcomes.  This results in habituation, changes in 
diet and feeding patterns, behavioural changes, shifts in troop 
dynamics, increased human- and urban-induced injuries and 
deaths, and a greater risk of zoonotic diseases spreading.

Baboons should not live in or utilise agricultural or urban areas.  
While overlap may occur at the edges of these areas, the 
management priority is to minimise the amount of time baboons 
spend in human-dominated environments and to prevent further 
habituation.  The Action Plan will be regularly reviewed to ensure 
that the actions, assessments, and outcomes remain aligned 
with regulatory requirements, strategic direction, emerging 
trends, and new knowledge.  The next formal review will take 
place in 2030.

Haar pa, Rusty Fuller, het by Ysterplaat 
Air Force Base gewerk, wat dit maklik 
gemaak het om na Gansbaai te ontsnap.

Hulle het 'n ingeboude “bokskaravaan” 
by Kleinbaai gehad - voordat die hawe 
nog gebou is.  In daardie dae het 
vakansiehuise nog hoog bo die see 
gestaan en het die wêreld eenvoudiger 
gevoel.  Sy onthou hoe sy as kind op die 
hawemure gestaan en die grootwithaaie 
dopgehou het - verwonderd oor die krag 
en misterie van die see.  Sy sien nog die 
tannies met hul Voortrekkerkappies voor 
haar: vinnige hande wat vis met 
vaardigheid en trots skoonmaak.  “En, 
jong, was hulle vinnig en doeltreffend!” 
onthou sy met 'n glimlag.

Selfs die ruwe werklikheid van haaie wat 
ingebring is - vinne afgesny en lewers 
wat vir olie verwerk is - is deel van haar 
herinneringe.  “Ons het selfs haaibiltong 
geëet,” vertel sy - herinneringe wat 
vandag soos sout op die vel bly sit.  
Daar was dae toe die water silwer 
geblink het van die harders wat sy van 
die ou hawemuur af gevang het.  Haar 
pa het graag by Die Gruis, naby Pearly 
Beach, gaan visvang - en daar was altyd 
genoeg om met ander te deel.  Hy het sy 
bloedwurm in spesiale vismandjies 
gebêre, gemaak deur 'n ou man met 'n 
viswinkel in Hoofstraat.  Vandag hou sy 
daardie mandjies steeds - tasbare 
stukkies van 'n pa se nalatenskap.

Hulle kinderdae was gevul met swem in die grotte van De 
Kelders, terwyl hul ouers bo by die destydse hotel ietsie 
gedrink het.  Die hotel is lankal gesloop, maar in haar 
geheue staan dit nog trots bokant die see.  En as bonus - 
die warm melktert van die bakkery agter Hoofstraat, vars 
uit die oond.  Die geur, die smaak, die eenvoud van geluk.  
Langs die strand het sy suurvytjies opgetel, waarvoor sy 

baie lief is - 'n liefde wat sy nooit 
ontgroei het nie.  Daar was vars kreef en 
perlemoen uit die see, kampdae by 
Pearly Beach en Uilenkraalsmond, 
boeresport en ure se lag in die 
strandmeer saam met haar suster, 
niggies en neefs.  Mettertyd het sy haar 
eie kinders ook Gansbaai toe gebring.  
Vandag is hulle groot, getroud en het hul 
eie kinders - maar die liefde vir “Goose 
Bay” leef voort.  Só word herinneringe 
erfenis.

Een van haar kosbaarste beelde is die 
dae toe die hele dorp stilgestaan het 
wanneer die Ganse (pelagiese 
vissersbote) see toe moes gaan, met 
mense wat 'n seën oor die bote 
uitgespreek het vir 'n goeie visvangjaar - 
'n tradisie wat vandag nog met 
Gansbaai se Vissermansdienste 
voortleef.  Dit was dae van 
gemeenskap, geloof en hoop.

“Wanneer ek in Gansbaai gaan kuier,” skryf sy, “stap ek 
gereeld op die strand, praat met my ouers en sê ek is 
terug - ek loop weer in julle voetspore.”  En dalk is dit wat
