Proposed 2025 OGG Excursions.

De Kelders Caves (half-day excursion) – This exceptional locality comprises numerous caverns formed in porous Bredasdorp Group limestone at the interface with underlying Table Mountain Group sandstones.  The caves formed through the erosive action of aquifers, and were then opened along the Coastal Cliffs due to rising sea levels and wave action, and became the home of Middle - Late Stone Age Khoikhoi people. The famous Klipgat Cave (‘stone hole’) has spectacular views of Walker Bay.  This event will include a visit to the Caves and beach-walk along Walker Bay (~1km to the west) to view remnant mega-dunes of the Bredasdorp Group.  The setting is ideal for a picnic lunch.

Bonnievale, Robertson, Montagu & Keisie Valley Geoexcursion - Planning is underway for Friday, Saturday and Sunday morning 9 - 11 May 2025, overnighting in Montagu, returning home on Sunday morning.  The excursion will provide insight into the geology of the Malmesbury Basement (>600Ma), Jurassic Enon conglomerates/sediments, Olivine-melilitite intrusive into the Witteberg Group, an opportunity to stand on the hanging-wall of the Worcester fault overlooking the Ashton, Robertson Breede River Valley, as well as other key localities and stops of interest.
