RECORD OF A PUBLIC MEETING HELD AT 16H00 O0N THURSDAY, 
20 APRIL, 2023, AT THE ANGLING CLUB, PEARLY BEACH 
The Chairperson welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened in prayer.   

Cllr Steven Fourie addressed the meeting.  
He explained the Integrated Development Plan (IDP) and mentioned a number of projects which will be included in the new IDP for the next financial year.   The IDP is a prioritized list which is set up by the Ward committees.   It is then consolidated by the MMC’s and budget committee.   
Pearly Beach has a number of items on the draft list which were presented to the attendees.   The public have until 5  May, 2023 to comment.   All comments must be emailed to either the CFO or the Municipal Manager (MM.)   Addresses available on the Municipal website.
He also presented the new Tariff increases which will be effective from the 1t July 2023.   The new tariffs are attached to the original of this minute.  
He explained the requirements for SASSA payments and Indigent Grants.   
There are 2 projects in the Capital Budget which will be implemented in Pearly Beach  –  these are the refurbishment of the Water Tower and the upgrade of the Water Treatment Works.  
Questions which followed were:
Q	When will the security camera at the entrance to Pearly Beach be operational?
A	When there is enough money in the budget to link it to a Joint Operations Centre in Hermanus which is still in the planning stages.  
Q	Can the camera not be linked to a private company monitoring system e.g. Computer Hut?
A	No, the municipality will never integrate their systems with a private company.  
Q	Eskom is offering a relief fund – can this not be used to purchase more generators
A	The Western Cape Government has made funds available to Overstrand, one generator has already been earmarked for Pearly Beach to assist with the pump at the Water Tower and the Treatments works
Q	How long does an item stay on the IDP if not completed e,g The Satelite Police Station?
A	If after 5 years the project has not been completed, the item can be re-introduced on the new list.   The Police Station, however falls under the National Police Department budget and is a National Government mandate.  
Q	Electricity outages are not going improve – What is the municipality’s plan for the future?
A	Three suppliers have approached the Overstrand with proposals for the provision of Wind and Solar energy.   Water energy is also an option.   This is a top priority for the Western Cape Government and the Overberg.   A working group has been established  - but it will take time.  
Q	Why not use available money on renewable energy as opposed to generators?
A	Generators can be used immediately to attend to a problem.   Councillor Fourie informed the member to contact Steven Muller the Director for Infrastructure in the Overstrand with any suggestions.  
Q	Are there any plans for reticulated sewerage in the village?
A	Not for the immediate future as budget is the issue.   The municipality has commenced in Gansbaai and as they receive funding they will continue with the project.
