[bookmark: _GoBack]RECORD OF DISCUSSION OF A PUBLIC MEETING HELD AT 15h30 ON THURSDAY, 22 FEBRUARY, 2024, AT THE ANGLING CLUB, PEARLY BEACH 
The Chairperson of the Pearly Beach Ratepayers’ Association welcomed everyone to the public meeting and then opened in prayer.   

Before handing over to the Ward 11 Councillor, Steven Fourie, she thanked everyone in the village for their assistance during the recent fires, in particular, Jacques Le Roux from the Whale Coast Brewery for the use of his restaurant as the Joint Operations Centre for the firemen and also for providing certain meals for them.  

Cllr Fourie then addressed the meeting.  
He once again requested that residents download the Citizen Collaborator app and use it for any municipal maintenance issues.  
There is also a Ward 11 whatsapp group which is monitored by the Mayor and the Ward Councillor.  He asked anyone that would like to be on this group to give him their cell phone number.  
The next Ward 11 committee meeting will be a public meeting and will take place in April at the Gansbaai municipal offices.   There the Mayor will present the proposed draft budget prior to it being made available for public comment.  
The Drop-Off Zone now has a large sign on the gate stating the opening times which are as follows:
Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday – 8am – 5pm
Saturday, Sunday and Public Holidays – 10am – 3pm
The Zone is closed on Wednesdays.
A de-brief took place re the recent fires and it was agreed that fire breaks would be actioned, these will affect private, public and state owned land.  
Water restrictions are currently in place and no hose pipes are allowed to be used in Pearly Beach.    This is due to the dam levels being very low at the two feeder dams.   
Alderman Coetzee gave a brief history of the two dams explaining that prior to the development of the resort by PSP Properties, only the Clear Water Dam was in use.   However PSP had to provide water for the resort and this was supplied from a dam on their farm.   An agreement between PSP and the Municipality was reached to share the cost of the main supply pipe to the village as well as the water filtration plant.   This agreement would then ensure that there was sufficient water for the resort and the village.  
The extra demand for water during the festive season resulted in the dam levels dropping significantly.    The purification plant which mixes and purifies the water from the two dams will be upgraded during this financial year at a budgeted cost of R5 million.   
The floor was then opened for questions:
Q	Why has the break in the dam wall not been repaired by the municipality?
A	Alderman Coetzee said he had discussed this with the Deputy Director that morning and was told that there is no damage to the dam wall.  
Jan Koekemoer who has a farm next to the dam stated that there is a problem with the dam.    Alderman Coetzee responded that he will follow up on that statement.  
A resident, Hannes Heunis gave an ultimatum that a solution would need to be found within 7 days of the meeting.   
He claimed that the Municipality was not keeping up with the ongoing development in Pearly Beach.    
Q	Why is there a basic charge for sewerage since Pearly Beach does not have a sewage system?  
A	The pumped sewerage needs to be treated at the sewage treatment works in Gansbaai.
Q	When are the underground asbestos pipes going to be replaced?
A 	Burst water mains is a problem in many areas, but Betty’s Bay has the biggest problem at present and has been made a priority for this financial year.  
Q	Is the water tower in Crest Road sufficient to handle the village’s water requirements?
A 	The water tower only provides pressure to the system.  The reservoir is opposite the church at the pumping station.   
Councillor Fourie again reiterated the importance of the Collaborator app and asked residents to make use of it by sending through their requests together with photographs.   
Q	Why do residents need to join the NHBRC when wanting to build a new house?
A	This is a national government ruling and not municipal.  
Q	Would it be possible to take more than one load of garden refuse per day to the dump as many plots were overgrown?
A	Only 1 load per day is allowed 

With no further questions the meeting closed at 16h46.   
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
