At the public report-back meeting held on Thursday, 22 February, 2024, at the Pearly beach Angling Club Alderman Dudley Coetzee, gave a short history and a report on the present state of the water situation in Pearly Beach.  
Following this report, Hannes Heunis together with others stated that the dam wall of the Clear Water Dam was broken and that for the past two years, Pearly Beach had only been supplied with water from the Brown Water Dam (Koekemoer Dam.)   Following these allegations, Jan Koekemoer stated that the Clear Water Dam was on property next to his farm and that there indeed was a problem with the dam and that the municipality was using a Jo-Jo tank to collect water. Alderman Coetzee undertook to have these allegations investigated.
On Friday, 23 February, 2024, the Executive Mayor, Dr Annalie Rabie, Councillor Steven Fourie and Alderman Dudley Coetzee accompanied by the Violia Process Controller inspected the Clear Water Dam.  It was found that there is no problem at all with the dam wall, which is an earth wall 7 metres wide.  However, the dam is only approximately at 20% capacity.  The Jo-Jo tank referred to by Jan Koekemoer is buried underground and is used to collect the overflow from an Eskom dam situated a distance away.  This water is then pumped into the Clear Water Dam.  
Water supplied to Pearly Beach residents has always been, and remains a blend of 50% from the Clear Water Dam and 50% from the Brown Water Dam.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The allegations made at the meeting regarding the condition of the Clear Water Dam are thus  completely unfounded.
