MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The proposed Jukskei court in Arc Street – no further details to report.
Nelia will advise on where the “Beware of tortoises” signs should be placed to create awareness for motorists.  These will be erected in the new financial year beginning July 2024.
The “Drop-off” zone is an ongoing problem with garbage still being left outside the gate on a Wednesday when the zone is closed. The only solution would be to either open 7 days a week or erect a camera at the entrance.  Photos of perpetrators would be sent to Law Enforcement and fines issued. Jason offered to arrange a camera.  It was confirmed that the resort is entitled to use the drop-off zone for their refuse.  Refuse removal fees will be increasing by 11% in the new financial year.
Potholes have increased in Broadway. This will be reported on Citizen Collaborator. The provincial gravel road to B Bos is a serious problem with trucks using it to collect materials for the current road works. It is the contractors’ responsibility to maintain the road.  It was suggested that Cllr Steven Fourie write a letter to the manager. He will report back at our next meeting.
Jason agreed to meet with the responsible person re the ramp at Castle Beach as it is presently inaccessible to wheelchairs and persons with disabilities.

An application had been received from Margaret Baleta to join the RP’s association. This was approved.
