NOTES OF A PUBLIC MEETING HELD AT 15h30 AT THE ANGLING CLUB, PEARLY BEACH, ON THURSDAY, 30 AUGUST, 2024
The Chairperson welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened in prayer.   

Cllr Steven Fourie addressed the meeting and stated that:
The new IDP wish list is open for any suggestions or projects needed in the village.   These can be emailed to Shirley Coetzee, Chairperson of the PBRPA, who will add them to the list at the September Ward Committee meeting.  
He requested that residents download the Citizen Collaborator App and use it for any queries or complaints as once this is done, a reference number is allocated and is passed through the relevant municipal departments until finalised.   It has been recently upgraded to be more user friendly.  
There is also a Ward 11 WhatsApp group which is monitored by the Mayor and the Ward Councillor.   Cllr Fourie asked anyone that would like to be on this group to provide him with their cell phone number.  
He stated that there are many posts on social media claiming that the Overstrand received huge amounts of money from the Provincial Disaster Management Fund.   This is incorrect, but what is made easier by declaring a disaster is for the municipality to internally move money between items to fund urgent projects. 
Cllr Fourie then handed over to Alderman Dudley Coetzee who addressed the meeting, giving an update on the electricity situation - including the new capacity supply charge:   
Alderman Coetzee explained that NERSA determined the percentage increase that ESKOM may apply to electricity tariffs to the municipality as well as the increase that the municipality may pass on to the consumers.    The new Electricity Capacity Charge was also implemented by NERSA and each municipality was required to undertake a cost of supply study to determine the municipal cost of supplying electricity to its consumers.    
Residential consumers have traditionally received a 60 amp electricity supply.  However, consumers with pre-paid meters may now choose between a 30, 40, 50 or 60 amp supply at the following tariffs:
60 Amps			R 171.  81 		per month
50 Amps			R 143.  18 		per month
40 Amps			R 114.  54 		per month
30 Amps			R   85.  91 		per month
The basic monthly charge has been reduced by 7,7% to R 536.02 per month.  
Consumers with a credit electricity meter who wish to apply for a lower than 60 Amp supply will have to convert to a pre-paid meter.    All consumers who receive an Indigent Grant are automatically placed on a 30 Amp supply.      
Questions submitted were as follows:
Q	Does one need an electrician to check the maximum draw of electricity  at  your house?           
[bookmark: _GoBack]A	Yes, an electrician can monitor and assess your usage and advise you on how many amps your household requires.   The set amperage is currently at 60 Amps for all houses in Pearly Beach.   
Q	Is there enough water in the two dams supplying Pearly Beach?
A 	Alderman Coetzee responded that the clear water dam is 80% full and the brown water dam is 100% full.  The filtration plant has been upgraded which means that clear water can now be received from the brown water dam as well.  
There being no further questions from the floor, the meeting was closed at 16h34.   
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
