MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The potholes in Broadway are re-occurring due to an issue with moles – not much can be done apart from removing the moles from the area.  There are also a number of potholes in Rotunda Way.  The flooding in Arikreukel Street is due to storm water which is not draining away since the road was tarred. Alderman Coetzee will address the issue and report back at the next meeting. The low water pressure in Perlemoen Street is due to the old pipes needing replacement.  This is on the wish list and will be addressed in due course. 
A response has been received from Director Stephen Muller with regard to the Pearly Beach clear water dam. The committee is not satisfied that the alien vegetation has still not been removed.   A suggestion was made to have a site meeting at the clear water dam and to assess the situation ourselves together with input from Director Muller, rather than to rely on speculation from others.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]A solution proposed by Jacques would be to drill a well point near the dam and equip this with a solar powered pump to drive the water into the dam. An estimated cost would be in the region of R500 000.00
OUTSTANDING PBRPA PROJECTS
The water fountain will be finished as soon as a stand pipe is purchased.  The municipality has supplied the other materials that are needed for the completion of the project.
Nelia will follow up with the municipality on the placement of the tortoise signs around the village.
