The October 2024 minutes were approved. 
Proposed by Trevor Archer and seconded by Jacques le Roux.
Jacques provided feedback on a meeting held at the Pearly Beach dam between the Engineers and members of the PBRPA committee.  More water is being pumped from the Koekemoer (Brown Water Dam) as opposed to the PB (Clear Water Dam) which has created more availability of water in the area.  The filtration system has been upgraded.
Cllr Fourie mentioned that the municipality will hold an information session at the Gansbaai Chambers to educate the public on the use and function of the Citizen Collaborator app and encouraged the committee to attend if possible.
The Blue Flag status at Castle Beach has not yet been confirmed. 
The soak-away at the Village Green is faulty.  Alderman Coetzee will investigate.  It was noted with appreciation that Jacques had arranged for the lawn at the village green to be mowed in anticipation of the Conservancy function to be held there in December.  
The NW have requested a street light be placed next to the camera at the entrance to Pearly Beach.
