WELCOME & DEVOTIONS	
The Chairperson Shirley Coetzee welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened in prayer. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGM MINUTES DATED 22 MARCH, 2024

CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT

The Chairperson presented her report for 2024.  The full report is attached to the original of this minute and can be viewed on the PBRPA website on the Xplorio platform. 

WARD COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

Councillor Steven Fourie presented his report:

Cllr Fourie reiterated the importance of the Citizen Collaborator app as a means of reporting municipal issues around the village. It was noted that officials from the municipality will be offering training sessions in Gansbaai and Pearly Beach shortly where the public can learn how to use to app. 

He also encouraged the public to join the Ward 11 whatsapp group.  It is not a chat group so therefore is not interactive.  It is for any municipal related information. 

The new draft budget needs to be approved before the end of March 2025 and the final budget set by the end of May. Because of the delay in the national budget being presented and voted on the provincial budget cannot be approved. A roadshow will take place towards the end of April – Dates will be communicated soon. 

TREASURER’S REPORT

The Treasurers report was presented by Alderman Dudley Coetzee in the absence of the Treasurer, Trevor Archer. The Chairperson proposed a vote of thanks to the Treasurer, Trevor Archer for preparing the report and also to Alderman Coetzee for presenting it.


ELECTION OF MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

The Chairperson called upon Councillor Fourie to preside as the Electoral Officer for the election of the 2025 committee. 

Nominations for Chairperson were called for and Shirley Coetzee was re-elected to serve in this capacity for another year. Proposed by Anne-Marie Bury and seconded by Nelia Muller.  

Thereafter the existing committee members were re-elected to serve another year. Proposed by Daleen Stickling and seconded by Guy Bury.

The meeting agreed that the committee would appoint office bearers and assign portfolios themselves at the first committee meeting.   As Jason Stonehewer has resigned, the committee will co-opt another member to fill this portfolio if it is deemed necessary.

GENERAL

Questions were then addressed by Councillor Fourie and Alderman Coetzee

Q	Is there anything that can be done with regards to the 	reckless driving over weekends and holidays?
A 	It was agreed that Law Enforcement cannot be everywhere 	and have received 	no complaints. 	Alderman Coetzee will 	request that LE spend more time in the village with a 	regular presence.  
	They need to patrol the entire village and not station 	themselves at the entrance or conduct a quick drive through 	Pearly Beach. 	

Q	 Does driving on the beaches fall under the municipality?
A 	 No, it falls under DFFE (Department of Forestry, Fisheries 	and the Environment.)

Q 	How do you address the problem of people making their own 	pathways over 	the dunes which are destroying the dune eco 	system?
A 	It would be best to consult the environmental department. 	More visible signage would also help.  The Chairperson 	suggested that the Conservancy could possibly be involved 	in order to find a solution to this problem.

Q  	Is the bottle store going ahead?
A 	Approximately 50 objections were received but must be 	justified. We will be 	notified of the outcome in due course,

Q 	May we request that the public are informed as to what 	shops will be opened on 	Erf 333 currently zoned as a fuel 	station which is being changed to Business Zone 3?
A  	No - Only once the rezoning has been approved and plans 	are drawn, can the 	public object to the type of shops.    

There being no further business to discuss, the Chairperson thanked everyone for their attendance.  The meeting closed at 10h45.
