CHAIRPERSON’S REPORT  2024

2024 was a difficult year in many respects.  Water restrictions were introduced at  Pearly Beach due to the low level of the clear water dam.  However, good winter rains ensured that these restrictions were only temporary.  
Later in the year, the PBRPA management committee met with the Director Infrastructure and Planning and Engineers to conduct an assessment of the condition and capacity of the clear water dam.  We were assured  that  more water is being pumped from the Koekemoer (Brown Water Dam) as opposed to the PB (Clear Water Dam) which has created more availability of water in the area.  The filtration system has also been upgraded.
Three public meetings were hosted by the PBRPA during 2024 – in February, August and November.  All were well attended.  
The new Electricity Capacity Charge was implemented by NERSA (The National Energy Regulator of South Africa) and each municipality was required to undertake a cost of supply study to determine the municipal cost of supplying electricity to its consumers.    
Residential consumers have traditionally received a 60 amp electricity supply.  However, consumers with pre-paid meters may now choose between a 30, 40, 50 or 60 amp supply.  Consumers with a credit electricity meter who wish to apply for a lower than 60 Amp supply will have to convert to a pre-paid meter.         
The application for a bottle store in Law Street, Pearly Beach is currently being processed by the Town Planning Department of the municipality.  
All comments received from interested and affected parties have been acknowledged and are being handled.  Once the process is complete, everyone who has commented will be advised of the outcome and  will then be given the opportunity to appeal should that be deemed necessary.
The tender for the repair to the water tower has been awarded to the successful applicant.  Work should therefore commence shortly.
As always, it has been a privilege to work alongside fellow members of the management committee this past year.  My sincere appreciation to Nelia, Viv, Wilma, Trevor, Jacques and Jason.  
A vote of thanks is extended to our ward councillor, Steven Fourie as well as to Alderman Dudley Coetzee for their input and advice.  
Our gratitude goes to the Overstrand municipality who continues to provide prompt, efficient service and support.
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
