MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE ISSUES
Plot Clearing – the by-law has changed – the owner can decide which method is used to clear their property.  Alderman Coetzee and Councilor Fourie will address this at the next Caucus meeting to clarify the by-law.

Drinking fountain – Jacques will provide an orange (polycop) pipe which is required for this project and the municipality will provide the other material.

Painting of whale – Materials are on order.

Replacement of Info Board at the Village Green – Wilma has agreed to arrange the replacement of the board.
 
PBRPA Advertising Board – it was agreed that the board would be placed outside the Seeff Office – Nelia and Viv to arrange.

Updating of PB Street map – map needs to be printed and laminated.  Ald. Coetzee requested Nelia to arrange this.

It was agreed that every effort should be made to have these projects completed before the onset of the holiday season at the end of November.  The committee was requested to liaise with Trevor regarding the necessary funds.

Bottle Store – Council meeting in November to discuss the change of Title Deed.  The municipality does not support the application.  Residents can comment in a private capacity and Associations should also email their comments. Apparently the incorrect information is displayed on the premises.

REPORT BACK ON AUGUST PUBLIC MEETING
