INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The municipality has started clearing the verges after mowing was postponed due to the amount of flowers blooming during spring.  This request to delay mowing was made by several residents in the Overstrand, but did not enjoy unanimous support from everyone.
Projects – Drinking Fountain – no further progress has been made due to the lack of materials.  Alderman Coetzee is in the process of following up on the matter.
Whale Repair – materials have been ordered but not received yet. 
It was agreed that the PBRPA will pay for the whale to be repaired and repainted before the season commences, if the materials are not received within the next two weeks.
Information Board – Shirley will hand Wilma the key to retrieve the board from outside the herbarium. The Board will need to be reconstructed as it has deteriorated badly.  Wilma advised that there is a strong possibility of moving the board to the outside wall at the Angling Club which will give the PBRPA more exposure. It was noted she is currently liaising with the club manager.  Nelia agreed to send Wilma the PBRPA logo and Xplorio QR code.
PBRPA Board – A draft of the proposed signage was shown to the committee and was approved.  The QR code from Xplorio which goes directly to the Ratepayers’ website will be displayed on the sign.  Seeff will sponsor the sign and the cover the erection of the same.
Several complaints had been received regarding the accumulation of advertising boards at the entrance to the village.  This is making the entrance to Pearly Beach look untidy and unappealing. Alderman Coetzee will approach Jan Koekemoer regarding the signage on his property at the entrance to Pearly Beach.
