The chairperson asked that our condolences be recorded to Nelia Hurter on the passing of her husband, Matt.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Infrastructure and Maintenance

Mike Lamb reiterated his concerns with the fire hazards in Pearly Beach.  He stated that he had raised this in the meeting held in March and after driving around the village to identify areas of concern he has had no feedback from the committee.  Alderman Coetzee confirmed that he has reported this it to the Dept of Environmental Affairs and the Fire Dept.   Mike requested that this topic remain on the agenda until the matter is resolved.  He also suggested that a private plot should be cleared before it can be advertised as “For Sale.”   Ald Coetzee responded that there is no by-law in place in this regard and that it is not possible to withhold a clearance certificate for this reason.  Mike requested that the municipality add fire breaks to their property as a precaution. 

Shirley confirmed that the municipality were repairing potholes and that the boardwalks would be attended to before the Christmas break.  Alderman Coetzee had agreed to follow this up with the department responsible to ensure that the work is completed in time.  It was noted that damaged concrete street signs would be replaced with street names on poles as this was more cost effective. 

Report-back by the Ward Councillor

The same contractor has again been appointed to continue with dust control measures on the roads in Pearly Beach.  He has been given a 3 year contract. It is envisaged that Broadway will be resurfaced within this financial year.  2 speed dips have also been budgeted for in Eluxolweni.

The presence of the army in the area to combat poaching has had very little impact.  There have been numerous requests from residents asking that Blue Water Bay launch site be closed, but it was agreed that the poachers would then use Castle Beach if this was to happen and the problem would soon escalate. 

Pete requested that a solid line be painted on the R43 between the Uilenkraals River and the entrance to the beach as there is no visibility there.  Alderman Coetzee agreed to forward this request to the District Council. 

Finance and Membership

No change from August.

Conservancy Matters

A large donation of non-perishable food has been donated by a holiday home owner. This will be distributed through the Conservancy.  Viv was thanked for her willingness to become involved in overseeing the distribution of this food.

Vivienne reported back on the monthly swop-shop in Eluxolweni, saying what a huge success it has been.

There has been a upsurge in break-ins although the damage to property far outweighs the goods stolen.  Shirley again asked Pete to pass in the committee’s thanks for all involved in the neighborhood watch.
