MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Infrastructure and Maintenance

Signage has been damaged at the beachfront.  Shirley to identify where and report to the municipality. 

There is erosion on the corner of Therondraai and Protea which should also be reported to the municipality.
 
The tarring of Broadway Street will be undertaken in the new year.

Nelia stated that not everyone is satisfied with the new speed control dips which she believes should have been speed humps as opposed to dips.  She requested that they all be signposted and painted.  

The remainder of Therondraai and Puren Street will have dust control measures (tarring) done this year.  

Boardwalks need to be checked for any damage and repairs need to be carried out before the season starts.  This has been taken up with Liesel de Villiers.  Alderman Coetzee and the chairperson will check that this work has been carried out successfully and that signage is in place.
 
We are working towards full Blue Flag status for Castle Beach.

Nelia requested that one end of Boundary Road be closed to prevent speeding cars and boats from using this road into Eluxolweni. Alderman Coetzee responded that closing down one end of Boundary road will simply redirect the problem to Broadway.  He suggested that two traffic calming dips be placed on Boundary Road to slow down any cars.  Law Street is also a problem area with regard to speeding.  Suggestions to be made to Nelia to combat this.  Peter will discuss with Les from Stasie 7 and ask him for his opinion.

The area along the main entrance road into Pearly Beach is a fire hazard.  The land is zoned agricultural. The owner should submit a management plan for future clearing.  The matter has been referred to the fire chief for assessment.

It was noted that the large amount of litter (i.e. discarded bottles and KFC packages) lying on the road verges is alarming.  Negotiations are underway to renew the contract with the coastal workers which will alleviate this problem to a certain extent as the streets will be regularly cleaned.
