The previous minutes were approved.  Proposed by Nelia and seconded by Vivienne.
MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
Shirley has advised the Area Manager, Kat Myburgh of certain maintenance issues around the village.  Alderman Coetzee has forwarded photographs of the boardwalks and road signs which are in need of repair to the municipality. 
Traffic calming dips have been prioritized for the following roads:
Vergesig
Main Road (just after the right hand turn to Broadway)
Law Street (before the intersection of Law and Commercial Streets)

Alderman Coetzee believes the repairs to the boardwalk at Noorkapper Close are the responsibility of the Home Owners’ Association, but will confirm this with the municipality.  If this is the case, then the administration will write to the homeowners informing them that the municipality will repair the boardwalk, but the cost thereof will be borne by the homeowners.  Alternatively, the boardwalk will be removed. 

Jason has not had any response from DEFF regarding cars driving on the beaches. Alderman Coetzee suggested that he and Jason contact them again.

Jason added that the bird signage has still not been repaired.

Homeowners and weekenders are still not adhering to the rubbish collection day.  As yet, no fines have been issued for placing rubbish out on the pavement on the wrong day.
  												
Alderman Coetzee stated that some homeowners have been approached by the municipality for violating the bylaw, but they claim it is not their refuse.  He will request that a notice is once again placed in the municipal monthly newsletter.  This topic will remain on the agenda until a solution is found and the problem is resolved.

Trevor requested that money be placed in a 32 day call account.  This was unanimously approved by the committee.

REPORT BACK FROM WARD COUNCILLOR
