APPROVAL OF MINUTES DATED 10 SEPTEMBER 2020
The previous minutes were approved by Jason and seconded by Vivienne.
MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The grass on the Village Green will be mowed before month end.  The Conservancy has indicated they plan to use the Village Green on the 12 December for their second hand clothing sale.  
The boardwalks will receive attention.  The Conservancy has reported the poor state of the boardwalk at Rotunda and additionally, there have been several complaints from residents about the state of disrepair and the possible safety hazard posed by lack of maintenance of the boardwalk.  It was noted that this matter has been referred to Environmental Services.
Potholes and potential potholes have been repaired by the Municipality and our thanks conveyed to Mr Myburgh for prompt action.
Law, Main and Vergesig Streets will all have traffic calming dips installed at the request of certain residents.  
However, it was noted that the discrepancy in the profile needs to be addressed.  This has been brought to the Engineer’s attention. 
Shirley advised that she had received a request for another calming device in Camp Street from a resident there, as the poachers are now apparently using this road as a detour and concern has been expressed about the possible danger to children and pedestrians there.  Alderman Coetzee responded that it may be possible to install a 5th device as there should be sufficient funds to cover this additional installation.  He would follow this up with the Engineer.
The parking area outside the Pizza Shack and the road reserve needs to be repaired. 
The remainder of the gravel roads will hopefully be “tarred” during this financial year.
A complaint had been received from the Conservancy with regard to  the ablution and life savers facilities at Castle Beach.  Jason offered to investigate and report back to Shirley.  The complaint has also been brought to the attention of the municipality.
A notice will be circulated in the monthly municipal letter with regard to the ongoing rubbish disposal issue.   A fine of up to R3000 for leaving refuse on the sidewalk other than on collection day (Monday) could be levied on offenders.
Jason stated that it is Law Enforcement’s  mandate is to keep vehicles off the beach.  Alderman Coetzee confirmed that fines have been issued and that some cars and boats have been confiscated.    


FINANCE AND MEMBERSHIP
In the absence of the Treasurer, Shirley informed the meeting that there had been no new membership deposits, and that only the monthly maintenance fee of R36.00 has been deducted from the current account. 
Trevor has advised that a 32 day deposit investment account has been opened and he has transferred R5000.00 into the same.
