APPROVAL OF THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

The October 2020 minutes were approved.  
Proposed by Nelia and seconded by Vivienne.
MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The PB Conservancy has requested holding a “car boot sale” on the village green during December.  The PBRPA committee has approved this but concern has been expressed about possible damage to the sprinkler system.  The Conservancy will need to take full responsibility for any damage to the sprinkler system.  It was suggested that they obtain cones and cover the sprinklers to avoid anyone driving over them.  Shirley will ascertain the location of the key for the chain padlock and Viv will send an email to the Conservancy regarding the above issues.
The municipality has placed an order for the materials needed to replace the boardwalk at Rotunda Beach. 
The boardwalk at Noorkapper Close has been repaired, although Wilma pointed out that the new planks are thicker than the originals.  Alderman Coetzee responded that this is deliberate as the entire boardwalk will eventually be repaired using these thicker planks in the hope that they last longer. 
Castle Beach boardwalk has also been repaired, but has since been vandalized again within the last few days.  There are also three railings that are loose and there are nails protruding from the slats on the boardwalk.  The steps down to the beach have been extended and the boardwalk has been painted. 
A suggestion was made that a sign be erected at Castle Beach showing the spots where fishing and swimming are allowed.  A sign showing emergency contact numbers should also be placed on the wall of the ablution facilities at Castle Beach.  We are still awaiting the “use at own risk” signage for the various boardwalks.  It was further noted that some of the signage identifying the various beaches is incorrect and Alderman Coetzee would follow up in this regard.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Some of the pathways down to the beach are overgrown causing people to walk around them creating a wider path.
It was suggested that the name Pearly Beach be added to various conservation boards around the village as many visitors take photographs at these look-out sights.  Alderman Coetzee would refer this to the Area Manager. 
The ongoing problem with refuse being placed on pavements and in receptacles on days, other than the day that refuse is collected, continues.  Anyone witnessing this should take a photograph and forward to Shirley who will report this to the municipality.
The planned controlled burn of large properties that are fire hazards will only take place next year after the fire season.  A 20 m fire break will be cleared before any burning takes place.  
The Municipal Nature Conservation Department has undertaken to remove any tortoises, animals and chameleons beforehand. 
A notice will appear in the November municipal letter stating that estate agents boards will be removed as the by-law states only 2 boards are allowed per property.
