MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The sandy pathways to the various beaches will be attended to by the municipality. 
Incorrect signage in Pearly Beach has been referred to the Area Manager.

Law Enforcement officials have been requested to remove estate agents boards on properties where more than two are displayed.   Alderman Coetzee will follow up on this.
The quality and taste of water has been addressed by the municipality.  The contractor is testing twice a week at the main filtration section.  The quality has dropped significantly over summer. The lab results are awaited. 
Many holiday makers and locals are driving on the beaches. This affects the breeding of the Black Oyster Catchers..  Jason noticed at least two nests last year but now there are no birds indicating that the nests were destroyed.  DEFF have been informed but there has been no reaction.   Alderman Coetzee and Jason will discuss this issue further.

FINANCE AND MEMBERSHIP
