MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
Trevor had advised that he had noticed people using the bush next to the beach in Charlie van Breda Drive to relieve themselves.  Shirley has reported this to the Area Manager and requested that the bush be removed and the area be cleaned to prevent this from recurring.
Shirley stated that certain residents are issuing instructions directly to the municipality regarding the installation of traffic calming devices.  It was noted that all such requests must be channelled through the PBRPA.  Alderman Coetzee and the Chairperson had both approached the Area Manager in this regard and requested that any such applications be referred back to the Association. 
Alderman Coetzee informed the meeting that the laboratory tests conducted on the water quality at Pearly Beach had been analyzed.  There was no sign of algae in the water samples taken of the two dams and no evidence had been found that the water was not fit for human consumption. 
The Committee agreed to continue to use Xplorio as this is our only form of advertising.  The annual invoice submitted by Xplorio was unanimously approved for immediate payment.
