MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
Wilma stated that she had received positive feedback from the residents with regard to the tarring of the roads. This project will be completed before July 2021.  Nelia requested that the road reserve in front of the Pizza Shack could be repaired. 
Jason stated that an engineer had inspected the containers on a property in the village and had stated that he felt they were unsafe.  Plans for these have been submitted to the municipality and have already been approved.  The project is currently on hold.  
2020 AGM FEEDBACK
Shirley congratulated the committee on being re-elected and confirmed that everyone is satisfied with their offices and portfolios.   The committee was reminded to encourage local business owners to join the Ratepayers’ Association. 
FINANCE AND MEMBERSHIP
