The Chairperson Shirley Coetzee welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened in prayer. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGM MINUTES DATED 22 MARCH 2021 

The minutes of the 2020 Annual General Meeting, held on 22 March, 2021, had been circulated to members via email and had also been posted on the website and village notice board.  Acceptance of the minutes was proposed by Wilma Brent and seconded by Trevor Archer.

WARD COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

Councillor Fourie informed the meeting that the municipality had spent R2m on the tarring of roads in Pearly Beach, in the previous financial year.  
R50 000 had been provided for speed control devices in the village and the last two would be installed shortly – one in Protea Road, and the other at the intersection of Loop and Cross Streets.  This intersection would also be made a 4-way stop.  
He then stated that the Esplanade was one of the two roads that were not tarred and asked if anyone in the meeting was opposed to the suggestion that this road should be closed to motor vehicles between West and East Streets. This section would then only be accessible to cyclists and pedestrians. 
There were no objections to closing off the Esplanade to motor vehicles, provided it was closed in such a manner that vehicles could not drive around the barriers.
The meeting was advised that the library in Eluxolweni had received a number of new books and also provides photocopying services and has internet facilities.  This library is available to all the residents in Pearly Beach who hold Gansbaai library membership cards.
A number of questions arose from the floor including a complaint about under-age children driving vehicles and motorists violating traffic regulations.  Councillor Fourie undertook to refer these matters to traffic officials, and to request that over holiday periods that greater attention be paid to such traffic violations which are endangering the safety of others.
Councillor Fourie was asked when the alien vegetation, which poses a fire hazard along Main Road between Afsaal and the R43, (as well as along Charlie van Breda Drive and Church Street) would be cleared.  Alderman Coetzee responded that Cape Nature had issued an instruction that this agricultural land was to form part of a control burn to reduce the fuel load.  This would be under the supervision of the Fire Department as soon as the winter burn season commenced. 


TREASURER’S REPORT

The Treasurer’s report was presented by the Treasurer, Trevor Archer. 
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ELECTION OF MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

The Chairperson called upon Councillor Fourie to preside as the Electoral Officer for the election of the 2022 committee.

As the current committee had indicated their willingness to serve for another year, it was agreed that they be re-elected.  Office bearers and portfolios would be confirmed at the first meeting to be held in April.  Proposed by Peter Burton-Moore, seconded by Alderman Dudley Coetzee and unanimously approved by the meeting.

GENERAL

Questions were then addressed both to the Ward Councillor, Steven Fourie and Alderman Dudley Coetzee:

There is only one entrance and exit into Pearly Beach which could be a problem if a fire broke out in the village?

Alderman Coetzee indicated that fire breaks would be undertaken once during this financial year by the Provincial Department of Agriculture and Environmental Affairs.  They were presently removing a large number of alien vegetation.  It was stated by the chairperson of the Neighborhood Watch that they have a small fire truck and could assist on a lesser scale should there be a fire outbreak in the village.

Sight is restricted at the exit of Pearly Beach onto the R43 because of overgrown vegetation

This matter will be addressed with Cape Nature, as agricultural land is monitored by them.

Are additional taxes payable on an electricity generating panel (solar) installed on the roof?

There are no additional costs, but this would need to be registered with the municipality.  Electricity availability charges are still payable. 

 When will the Rotunda Boardwalk be finished? 

 Cost for repairs have been included in the 2021/2022 budget.

When will the dog demarcations be implemented on beaches?

There is no timeline yet, but Castle Beach is a no-dog zone due to its Blue Flag status.  Covid regulations and lockdown have resulted in a delay in completing this project.

When is the CCTV camera going to be installed at the entrance to Pearly Beach?

The mayor has halted the process as she has stated there needs to be a policy in place.  It was suggested that the NW and the PBRPA write a letter to the mayor indicating their disappointment at the delay of this project.

What can be done about people living with inadequate health and safety facilities on their properties?

The issue should be reported directly to the municipality with accompanying photographs.  Unfortunately no law is in place stipulating that properties must be kept neat and tidy.

There are workers living on properties which are being built.  What can be done to stop this?

Report to Law Enforcement. The law states that one person may overnight on a building site as a watchman.

How can we ensure holiday makers adhere to the laws of the roads while in Pearly Beach?

The Traffic Department needs to be more visible during holiday season to ensure that traffic rules are observed and that drivers are not a threat to the safety of others.

Can we reduce the speed limit in Pearly Beach?

We can erect 40kph signage, but this cannot be enforced.

There being no further business to discuss, the Chairperson thanked everyone for their attendance and invited Councillor Fourie to attend the quarterly public PBRPA meeting  held to keep the community up to date and abreast of developments.

The meeting closed at 11h25.
