RECORD OF DISCUSSION OF A PUBLIC MEETING HELD AT 16H00 ON WEDNESDAY, 7  DECEMBER, 2022, AT THE ANGLING CLUB, PEARLY BEACH 
The Chairperson of the Pearly Beach Ratepayers’ Association, Shirley Coetzee, welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened in prayer. 

Cllr Steven Fourie, Ward Councillor for Ward 11, then addressed the meeting.
He explained how the IDP (Integrated Development Plan) works and mentioned a number of projects which will be included in the new IDP for the 2023/27 period.  The IDP is a prioritised list which is set up by the ward committees.  It is then consolidated by the Budget Committee. 
Ward 11, which covers the area from Die Dam to Kleinbaai, has 38 items on their IDP. 
Questions which followed were:
Q	What has happened to the security camera which was supposed to be erected at the entrance to Pearly Beach?
A 	The new Mayor stopped the process as there was no policy in place. This has now been done, but a repeater needs to be erected at the water tower before the camera can be installed. It was suggested by a resident that the municipality work with Computer Hut, but this would not be possible as they have their own system which is linked to a control room at the Fire Department, in Hermanus which is monitored by Law Enforcement and SAPS.
Alderman Coetzee stated that when anyone reports an offence to SAPS they should make a case as this is then included in the SAPS reporting statistics.
He also mentioned that the water level in the Pearly Beach Dam is low at about 30% while the Brown Water dam is 96% full.  
This is caused by the amount of load shedding we are experiencing as the purification filter screens used to remove colour require power to operate.  This might affect the colour of our water during the holiday season when the village and resort are full, so residents and holidaymakers should be aware of this and in addition, be encouraged to save water.
Q	When will the Esplanade be closed to vehicles?
A	The municipality is aware of this and will close it off to vehicles in due course.   It was noted that only one objection to the closing of the Esplanade had been received from a resident.
Q	Why are there no fire breaks on either side of the R43?
A 	This was undertaken earlier in the year.
Q	Who decides where kerb stones are situated?
A 	Alderman Coetzee responded that an email may be sent to the municipality stating the Erf number and street address, where kerb stones should be placed, as well as the reason kerb stones are required. 
Q 	Why are our municipal accounts so high?
A 	Alderman Coetzee replied that our municipal rates and tariffs compare well with other similar municipalities, as well as the rates and tariffs which are itemised in the Overstrand, while many other municipalities group them together as Rates and Taxes.
Q 	Why are so many people moving into Eluxolweni  - is there land control?
A  	In terms of the South African Constitution, any person may live anywhere in South Africa  – land control does not exist in this country.
Christa Binedell, Chairperson of the Neighbourhood Watch, asked people to attend the monthly meeting at SAPS hosted by Lt Colonel Coetzee.
Cllr Fourie emphasised the importance of alerting the Fire Department should anyone notice smoke, or the presence of a fire so that this could be contained and not cause unnecessary damage and expense.  He provided the meeting with the contact the number for any fire related issues.  This is 028 312 2400.  It was noted that Pearly Beach has a small fire trailer which is parked in Pearly Beach and is ready to assist if a fire breaks out.  
Q	What is happening at the Drop-off zone?
After a short discussion, Cllr Steven Fourie agreed to set up a meeting with Craig Mitchell and Enviro-Serve to address the situation at the Drop Off Zone.  Alderman Coetzee added that residents, property owners and holidaymakers need be taught to respect our village and its facilities.  He added that everyone needs to be involved in upholding the Overstrand’s bylaws, particularly those pertaining to refuse.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Isolde Smith suggested that more regular public meetings be held in future.  This suggestion was favourably considered and efforts will be made to possibly have three meetings per year working, around the ward councillors’ commitments. In addition to the Annual General Meeting, there will then be a meeting roughly every quarter.  
With no further questions presented, the meeting closed at 17h00. 
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
